As well as using Lyptus lipping to visually differentiate the leading edge of doors, Manor Doors has adopted the timber as both a matching and contrasting finish for door beading, where appropriate. An all round compliant product, the density of Lyptus is also shown to meet fire ratings of up to one and a half hours. 

The flexibility of Lyptus, both in terms of its ability to accept a variety of finishes and smoothness of the grain, makes it ideal for a wide range of interior door applications. In addition, Lyptus is exceptionally straight and dimensionally stable, which helps the door to maintain its integrity over time.
